GENERAL RULEMAKING ACTIONS FOR STATE AGENCIES

Rules must be signed by the governor within one year of the publication date of the notice of intent to adopt the proposed rule (IC 4-22-2-25).

· Submit proposed rule via a concisely written document or reference to federal or state statute or rule. 

· Publish a notice of intent to adopt a rule in the Indiana Register in which comments concerning the proposed rule are solicited from general public.  The only method to review the Indiana Register is online at www.in.gov/legislative/register

· Prepare written response containing a summary of public comments on the need to propose a rule.

· Publish a notice of hearings in a generally circulated newspaper in Marion County, at least 21 days before the scheduled public hearing.

· Publish the full text of the proposed rule in the Indiana Register at least 21 days before the scheduled public hearing.

· Hold public hearing affording any attendee adequate opportunity to comment on proposed rule.

· Fully consider comments received at public hearing.

· Submit rule to the economic development council and legislative services agency for a fiscal analysis (generally a 45 day limit).

· Submit rule to attorney general for approval or disapproval (45 day limit).

· Submit rule to governor for approval or disapproval (15 day limit).

· File the approved rule with the Secretary of State.
